CODE of the Flag of the Joint Institute of Nuclear Research

(approved by the Committee of Plenipotentiaries of the Governments of JINR Member States at the session in Bansko, Bulgaria, on 22nd November 2021, article IX of Protocol)
1. Design of Flag

The Flag of the Joint Institute for Nuclear Research (JINR) shall be the official emblem of JINR, centred on a blue rectangular background. Such emblem shall appear in white on both sides of the flag. The flag shall be made in such sizes as prescribed by the Regulations on the use of the Flag of the Joint Institute for Nuclear Research (Regulations).
2. Dignity of Flag
The flag shall not be subjected to any indignity. 

3. Flag Protocol
JINR flag shall not be subordinated to any other flag. 

The manner, in which JINR flag may be flown, in relation to any other flag, shall be prescribed by the Regulations. 

4. Use of Flag
The flag shall be flown from all buildings, offices and other JINR property on the territory of the country of JINR residence, JINR representations, information centres, joint laboratories in the Member States, associated members, partner countries. 

The flag in a table format may be used in the work of JINR governing and advisory bodies, as well as during negotiations and meetings with participation of JINR official representatives.
5. Use of Flag Generally
The flag of JINR may be used to demonstrate support of JINR and the wish to further its principles and purposes. 
6. Prohibition
The flag shall not be used in any manner inconsistent with this Code or with the Regulations made pursuant thereto. On no account shall the flag or a replica thereof be used for commercial purposes or in direct association with an article of merchandise. 

7. Mourning
JINR flag shall be flown at half-mast as sign of mourning in accordance with the Regulations. 

8. Manufacture and Sale of Flag
JINR flag may not be manufactured for sale. 
JINR flag may be printed on non-commercial souvenir articles, produced under agreement with JINR Directorate. 

9. Violation
Any violation of this Flag Code may be punished in accordance with the law of the country in which such violation takes place.

10. Entry into force
The Code of the Flag of the Joint Institute for Nuclear Research and the Regulations on use of the Flag of the Joint Institute for Nuclear Research enter into force on the date of approval at the session of the Committee of Plenipotentiary Representatives of the Governments of JINR Member States.

REGULATIONS
on use of the Flag of the Joint Institute for Nuclear Research
The present Regulations have been approved at the session of the Committee of Plenipotentiary Representatives of the Governments of JINR Member States of the Joint Institute for Nuclear Research on 22nd November 2021, Bansko, Bulgaria, Protocol para._____.
I. DIMENSIONS OF FLAG
(1) In pursuance to article 1 of the Flag Code the proportions of the flag of the Joint Institute for Nuclear Research shall be: 

(a) Hoist (width) of JINR Flag - 2, 

Fly (length) of JINR Flag - 3 

or 

(b) Hoist (width) of JINR Flag - 3 

Fly (length) of JINR Flag - 5; 

or 

(c) dimensions in proportion to the national flag of the country, where JINR flag is displayed.

(2) The emblem shall in all cases be one half of the hoist of JINR flag and be entirely centred. 

II. FLAG PROTOCOL
The manner in which JINR flag may be displayed is as follows: 

1. General provisions
(a) JINR flag may be displayed alone or with one or more other flags. 

(b) When JINR flag is displayed with one or more flags, all flags so displayed should be displayed on the same level and should be of approximately equal size. 

(c) On no account may any flag displayed with JINR flag be displayed on a higher level than JINR flag and on no account may any flag so displayed be larger than JINR flag. 

(d) JINR flag may be displayed on either side of any other flag without being deemed to be subordinated to any such flag within the meaning of article 3 (1) of the Code of JINR flag. 

(e) The flag should never be used as drapery of any sort, never festooned, drawn back, nor up, in folds, but always allowed to fall free. 

2. Closed circle of flags
JINR flag should in no case be made a part of a circle of flags. In such a circle of flags, flags other than JINR flag of the countries represented should be displayed in the alphabetical order, as approved by the Committee of Plenipotentiary Representatives of the Governments of JINR Member States, reading clockwise. JINR flag itself should always be displayed on the flagpole in the centre of the circle of flags or in appropriate adjoining area. 

3. Line, cluster or semi-circle of flags
In line, cluster or semi-circle groupings all flags other than JINR flag shall be displayed in the alphabetical order of the countries represented, as approved by the Committee of Plenipotentiary Representatives of the Governments of JINR Member States, starting from the left. JINR flag, in such cases, should either be displayed separately in an appropriate area or in the centre of the line, cluster or semi-circle, in cases where two JINR flags, at both ends of the line, cluster or semi-circle. 

4. National flag of the state in which the display takes place
(a) The national flag of the state in which the display takes place should appear in its normal position according to the alphabetical order, as approved by the Committee of Plenipotentiary Representatives of the Governments of JINR Member States; 

(b) When the state in which the display takes place wishes to make a special display of its national flag, such a special display can only be made where the arrangements of the flags take the form of a line, cluster or semi-circle grouping, in which case the national flag of the state in which the display is taking place should be displayed at each end of the line of flags separated from the grouping by an interval of not less than one fifth of the total length of the line. 

III. USE OF FLAG GENERALLY
1) JINR flag may be used to demonstrate support of JINR and to further its principles and purposes. 

2) It is deemed especially appropriate that JINR flag should be displayed on the following occasions: 

a) On the day of foundation of the Joint Institute for Nuclear Research – 26th March; 

b) On the occasion of any official event, which might or is desired to be related in some way to JINR. 

3) A replica of JINR flag may be manufactured in the form of a lapel button.
IV. PROHIBITION
1) JINR flag a replica thereof shall not be used for commercial purposes or in direct association with an article or merchandise. 

2) Neither JINR flag nor any replica thereof shall be stamped, printed, engraved or otherwise affixed on any stationary, books, magazines, periodicals or other publications of any nature whatsoever in a manner such as could imply that any such stationary, books, magazines, periodicals or other publications were published by or on behalf of JINR unless such is in fact as has the effect of advertising a commercial product. 

3) Subject to the provisions of clauses (2) and (4) of this section and excluding cases of promotional souvenirs produced for participants of JINR events, neither JINR flag nor any replica thereof should be affixed in any manner on any article of any kind. 

4) With account of special cases mentioned in para. 2, 3 and 4, no mark, insignia, letter, word, figure, design, picture or drawing of any nature shall ever be placed upon or attached to JINR flag or placed upon any replica thereof.

V. MOURNING
1) Upon the death of a Head of State or Head of Government of a JINR Member State, JINR flag will be flown at half-mast at JINR premises, representations and information centres.
2) JINR flag may also be flown at half-mast on special instructions of JINR Director on the death of a world-famous scientist who had worked in or had had close connections with JINR; 

3) In accordance with article 7 of the Code of JINR flag in cases when JINR Director announces official mourning, JINR flag shall fly half-mast for the period of mourning.
4) Directors of laboratories and joint laboratories, JINR information centres and representations are authorized to lower JINR flag half-mast in cases where they wish to follow the official mourning of the state/city in which such laboratories, information centres and representations are located. 
5) When JINR flag is flown at half-mast no other flag will be displayed.
